A Season of Apologies
June 11, 2008 - Canadian Prime Minister Stephen Harper issues formal apology to survivors of the Indian residential school system.
April 17, 2008 - Pope Benedict XVI makes a gesture of reconciliation to Native peoples in first US mass.
Feb. 15, 2008 - US Senate passes amendment to Indian Health Care Bill offering official apology from government. 
Feb. 13, 2008 - Australia’s Prime Minister Kevin Russ apologizes for the “stolen generation” of aboriginal children traumatized at boarding schools.
2007 - The Canadian government agrees to pay a $1.9 billion settlement to an estimated 80,000 former students of Indian residential schools in Canada. 
2007 - Virginia congresswoman reintroduces apology bill. She dies later that year.
2006 - Virginia congresswoman introduces apology bill.
2004 - Resolution of apology submitted for consideration to Congress.
2000 - US Assistant Secretary of Indian Affairs Kevin Gover apologizes to Native people on behalf of BIA.
1998 - Canada apologizes for century of Native assimilation policy.
1996 - Methodists apologize for the Sand Creek Massacre in Colorado in 1863. Man who led massacre was a lay Methodist minister.
1993 - Congress apologizes to Native Hawaiians for helping overthrow the Hawaiian kingdom in the late 1800’s.
1993 - Anglican Church of Canada apologizes to Native people.
1991 - The United Church of Christ (UCC) Apologizes to the Indigenous People of Hawaii
1988 – US Government apologizes for interning Japanese-Americans in detention camps.
1986 - United Church of Canada apologizes to Native people for past wrongs.
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
